(v2) You only have I chosen among all the families of the earth;”



Matthew 1:25 (NASB)

(v24) “and Joseph arose from his sleep, and did as the angel of the 
Lord commanded him, and took her as his wife, (v25) and kept her 
a virgin until she gave birth to a Son; and he called His name 
Jesus.

Koine Greek = "καὶ οὐκ ἐγίνωσκεν αὐτὴν ἕως οὗ ἔτεκεν υἱόν· καὶ
ἐκάλεσεν τὸ ὄνομα αὐτοῦ Ἰησοῦν.

Literal interpretation = "And he did not know her until she gave birth 
to a son; and he called his name Jesus."



Matthew 7:23 (NASB)

(v21) “Not everyone who says to me, ‘Lord, Lord,’ will enter the 
kingdom of heaven; but he who does the will of My Father who is in 
heaven.”

(v22) “Many will say to Me on that day, ‘Lord, Lord, did we not 
prophesy in Your name, and in Your name cast out demons, and in 
Your name perform many miracles?”

(v23) “And then I will declare to them, ‘I never knew you; Depart 
from Me you who practice lawlessness’”



John 10:14 (NASB)

Acts 2:23 (NASB)

(v22) “Men of Israel, listen to these words; Jesus the Nazarene, a 
man attested to you by God with miracles and wonders and signs 
which God performed through Him in your midst, just as you 
yourselves know (v23) this Man, delivered up by the 
predetermined plan and foreknowledge of God, you nailed to a 
cross by the hands of godless men and put Him to death

(v1)“Peter, an apostle of Jesus Christ, to those who reside as aliens, 
scattered throughout Pontus, Galatia, Cappadocia, Asia, and 
Bithynia, who are chosen” (v2) “according to the foreknowledge 
of God the Father, by the sanctifying work of the Spirit, that you 
may obey Jesus Christ and be sprinkled by His blood: May grace 
and peace be yours in fullest measure.”



1 Peter 1:20 (NASB)

(v19) “but with precious blood, as of a lamb unblemished and 
spotless, the blood of Christ.”

“(v20) For He was foreknown before the foundation of the world, 
but has appeared in these last times for the sake of you.”
