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“Predestined”
Greek = “PROOIZO”

(prefix) Pro = “beforehand”
(root) Orizo = “to mark out boundaries”

“to limit”
“to define”
“to determine”

• It came to represent the destination of the journey
• It’s out there on the horizon
• It’s already been marked out

PROOIZO = The destination was determined before the journey began
